A Quarter of a Million Bibles in Ghana

In May this year the Bible Society of Ghanalaunched the ‘ One Million Bibles
project. By July they had already distributed nearly a quarter of amillion Bibles
and to celebrate the event they visited a Junior High School in the village of
Mayera. The event was attended by guestsincluding the local chief, the Chairman
of the National Council of the Bible Society, Joyce Aryee, and district Education
Officers.

The Bible — NZ's Unread Bestseller

More than two out of three New Zealanders own a Bible yet less than a quarter of them pick it
up and read it at least once a month.

Thisisaccording to extensive research undertaken by The Bible Society in New Zealand.

It also shows that 7 percent of Bible owners read the Bible daily while 9 percent read it weekly.
Among the 46 percent of New Zealanders who describe themselves as Christian, only 11 percent
read the Bible daily and 13 percent read it weekly.

And the Bible is not a great influence on the lives of Christians. While 47 percent of Christians
N Y, said the Bible does influence their lives, 39 percent said it only sometimes influences their lives.
60 percent of Christians rarely or never discuss the Bible's teachings with others.

The research confirms the trend towards Bible disengagement happening in New Zealand and many other western nations.
“It'saserious crisis within the church in New Zealand,” said Bible Society CEO Mark Brown.

“If Christians continue to move away from engaging with the Bible, what will the future of the church in this country look
like?" he asked.

As part of adeliberate strategy to address this crisis, Mr Brown has recently appointed Stephen Opie (pictured) to therole
of Bible Engagement Advocate at Bible Society. Histask is to explore and implement creative ways to help the post-modern
generation turn back to their Bibles.

Teenage Mothers Learn from the Bible

They came from as far as 50 kms away, some arriving early at Bible House in
Yaounde to take part in Bible Society’s first Esther Project training camp. Young
women who would spend the weekend together living in community learning about
the Bible and learning new skills.

Who arethey? They are teenage mothers and prostitutes whom Bible Society is
reaching out to through the Esther Project. In Cameroon around 40 percent of girls
aged between nine and 18 become prostitutes and 37 percent of them abandon their
studiesto raise their child. These shocking statistics have prompted Bible Society
to form the Esther network in which older Christian women form a network to pray

for and mentor teenage mothers. .

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Five Percent More Bibles Worldwide

V w There was afive percent growth in the number of Bibles and Scriptures distributed
around the world in 2007. This maintains a consistent upward trend from the
previous year.

Nearly 27 million full Bibles were distributed in 2007 and when these are added
to Testaments, individual books of the Bible, and specially designed and targetted
Scriptures (to children, for example) the total reached more than 391 million.

The greatest growth in Scripture distribution was in the southern hemisphere
countries which equates to the rapid growth of the church there.
